Driving Directions: 

From I-95 (New Jersey Turnpike): I-95 to I-78/New 
Jersey Turnpike Extension East (Sign says - Holland 
Tunnel/New York City) East on I-78/NJ Turnpike 
Extension to exit 14A (Bayonne). Go through the toll booth 
and bear to the left. Follow signs to Avenue E. South on 
Avenue E 1.5 miles to 27th St. West (right) on 27th St 1/2 
mile to Avenue A (4 traffic lights). Right on Avenue A and 
Bayonne High School is on your left. Turn left into entrance 
road and follow road straight back to arena. 
From I-78: East on I-78 to I-78/NJ Turnpike Extension 
East (sign says - Exits 14A, B, C/Holland Tunnel - New 
York City). East on I-78/NJ Turnpike Extension to exit 14A 
(Bayonne). Go through the toll booth and bear to the left. 
Follow signs to Avenue E. South on Avenue E 1.5 miles to 
27th St. West (right) on 27th St 1/2 mile to Avenue A (4 

traffic lights). Right on Avenue A and Bayonne High School is on your left. Turn left into entrance 
road and follow road straight back to arena.

Each session is 1 hour and fifteen 
minutes. The multi-purpose room is available for setup 30 minutes 
prior to your scheduled time. The party is following the ice skating 

session (usually an hour). 

Fees are as follows: 

Multi-purpose Room: $50.00 non- refundable cash deposit due at time of booking 
along with a guarantee of 15 skaters at $3.00 per child 

Pizza and soda must be purchased through the concession stand.  

The party host must call the concession stand at 201-858- 7887 at least two full 
days prior to the party to order the pizza and give a total number of party guests. 

The party host may bring their own cake, decorations, etc. 

Pizza is to be paid for, in cash, at the concession stand upon delivery. Drinks do 
not need to be ordered in advance.
